1. Thomas Bebe, b. EST 1535 in Northamptonshire, England.  Thomas lived in Great Addington, 
Northamptonshire, England and is mentioned in records in 1551, 1559 and 1561. On 19 May 1551 he is cited in 
a list of 11 names in a Manor Court Roll as a Manorial tenant and serving on a Manorial Jury. On 10 May 1559 
he witnessed the will of Alexander Bolney of Great Addington. And on 21 Jul 1561 he witnessed the will of 
Agnes Bate of Great Addington.  While no proof has been found that he is the father of Alexander, John and 
Mary, he certainly appears to be the most likely candidate. Most of the information that follows for the first four 
generations of the family in England is based on research of documents on file in Northampton, Leicester, 
Warwick and London, England. He married1 Unknown.

2. Alexander Beeby (1.Thomas1 Bebe), b. ABT 1555 in England,1 d. 1623 in Great Addington, Northamptonshire, 
England,1 occupation Shoemaker.  Alexander was witness to a land purchase in Great Addington in1608 and 
became a landowner there in 1610. He also purchased land there in 1610 with his son John. This land passed 
through the family until at least 1672. He was a witness to the will of his brother John in 1622. Alexander's will 
was dated 20 Feb 1623/24 and proved Apr 1624. It read: Unto James my second son that piece of meade with 
the appurtenances which I had and purchased to mee and my heirs of Richard Currier, clerke to him and his 
heirs after the death of Elizabeth my wife. To all my grandchildren 2 shill 6d apiece. To my wife Elizabeth and 
John my eldest son all my croppe and other goods as well real as personal, to be equally divided. The inventory 
amounted to L5.2.4.  No documents have been found that gave the actual date of birth of any of his children. In 
the marriage register, Alexander is called "Saunder Beebye." This line, for at least the next few generations, 
spelled their name "Beeby" although there are a number of variations recorded. He married Elizabeth Hull, 1578 
in Stoke Doyle, Northamptonshire, England,1 b. EST 1560 in England, d. 1633/4 in England.1  Elizabeth: Her will 
was written 13 Mar 1633 and proved 17 Apr 1634. It mentions four married daughters and their husbands, John 
and his sons and a granddaughter Ann Love. Inventory, valued at L18.18. 2., taken by Thomas Cox, Peter 
Cranke and her son John Beeby.

AFT 1653.1  Like her other sisters, she and her immediate 
family members are mentioned in brother James' will and also in her mother's will. She was 
alive in 1653 when her husbands will was proved. She married Peter Cranke, d. 1653.1  Peter: 
Peter's will was proved in 1653. He is mentioned in his mother-in-law's will in 1633. 

      iv. Alice Beeby b. ABT 1594.1  Had children. She married1 Samuel Stratton. 
    5. v. John Beeby b. ABT 1590/91. 
      vi. James Beeby b. ABT 1596,1 d. 29 Aug 1631.1  No children. His will dated 21 Aug 1631 reads: 

all my messuages, lands, etc. to John Bebye, my natural brother and his heirs. I will that my 
sister Sarah shall have her dwelling in some of my messuages during her life the children of my 
sister Sarah, L20 apiece at their ages of 21. Children of sisters, Joan, Eliza, Anne and Alice, 
L20 apiece at 21, to my servant John, 5 shillings; to Edward Morton, ten shillings. The will was 
proved 14 Sept 1631. His older brother was sole executor. An Inquisitor Post Mortem was held 
at Northampton 22 Nov 1632. It states that he died 29 Aug 1631, that he held lands in Great 
Addington, that his heir was his brother John who was age 40+ at the time of his death. 

      vii. Sara Beeby b. ABT 1598.1  She was alive but unmarried in 1631, 1633 and 1638. 
 
3. John Beeby Sr. (1.Thomas1 Bebe), b. ABT 1560 in Gr Addington, Northamptonshire, England,1 d. 1622.1  John 

"the elder" purchased land in Great Addington in 1614. He wrote his will in 1622 and it was proved 5 Mar 1622. 
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Will mentions 6 "kin."  His nephew John Beeby (described as the testator's brother's son) named as Co-
supervisor. He married Unknown.

      i. James Beeby. Called eldest son of John Beeby in records in 1614 and also in his father's will in 

1622. In his father's will he was given responsibility to bring up his youngest sister Margery. 
    6. ii. John Beeby Jr. b. ABT 1600. 
      iii. Thomas Beeby1. In 1622, he was under age 21. 
      iv. Elizabeth Beeby1. 
      v. Ann Beeby1. In 1622, she was under age 21. She married John Harris, 1630 in Broughton, 

Northamptonshire, England.1 
      vi. Margery Beeby1. She was called youngest daughter in her father's will in 1622. 
 
4. Mary Beeby (1.Thomas1 Bebe), d. 1610.1  She had two daughters and a son. She died Easterday, 1610 . In her 

will (which was of the type given verbally) the Memorandum states "that on Easterday last in Anno Dom 1610 
immediately after morninge prayer Mary Ffoscutt of great addingtion in the diocese of P'boro widowe being 
sicke in body yet of good memory beinge & demanded how she would bestowe her goods made ansere to this 
effect. I have a sonne and two  daughtors and I would have that that I have equally divided amongst them . . . " 
Crossed out in the will were several names including "Elizabeth Bibbie wife of Alexdr Bibie." Foscutt wills later in 
the century mention Beeby relatives. 

  
 Information on her children came from Sandra Smith of North Baddesley, Southampton, Hants, England who is 

researching the Foscutt/Foscot family. She married1 Thomas Foscutt, d. BEF 1610.  Thomas: Thomas 
described himself as a husbandman of Great Addington in his will 2 Nov 1609. He also mentioned his wife Mary 
and his brothers-in-law John and Alexander Beeby.

He was 
a fuller by occupation. She must have remarried because she is called Alice Burrier at time of 
her brother's death in 1622.

5. John Beeby (2.Alexander2, 1.Thomas1 Bebe), b. ABT 1590/91 in Gr Addington, Northamptonshire, England, d. 
1 Aug 1638 in Gr Addington, Northamptonshire, England,3 occupation Shoemaker.  His birth date is based on 
the statement at his brother's Inquisitor Post Mortem that he was age 40+ in Nov 1632. He purchased land in 
Great Addington in 1610 with his father and named co-supervisor of his Uncle John's will in 1622. He is called 
eldest son in his father's will. John was born and died in Great Addington, Northamptons, England. His will is 
dated 30 July 1638 and he is described as John Beby of Great Addington, Yeoman. It reads: To John Beby, my 
second son, messuage or tenement wherein my father lived. James Beby, my third son; William Beby my forth 
son; sister Sara; son Alexander; James my brother deceased; All properties to be used by wife Alice to raise 
children under age 21. Wife Alice sole executrix. Friends, Mr. Cox (he was rector of the parish) and Mr. Bletso, 
overseers. It was proved 11 Sept 1638.  A document filed in London covers an Inquisitor Post Mortem, held in 
Kettering (a town close to Great Addington) 6 Sep 1639 which describes his lands in Great Addington and 
mentions his heir as Alex Beeby, age 13 years, 8 months and 10 days at the time of John's death.  John was a 
yeoman which in English society is generally meant to be a free landowner of a rank lower that gentry.  Michael 
Beeby, a descendant of Christchurch, Dorset, England shows another unnamed daughter. 

 Steve Walker says that there was a note in the Great Addington Parish register (now lost) that "in 1638 at 
harvest time, which was an extreme hot time, many people then at work in the fields at Addington fell sick and 
some d'yd." He married Alice Stratton, 1623 in Podington, Bedfordshire, England,1 d. BEF 1672,1 christened in 
England.  Alice: On 18 Nov 1626, her mother is buried in Podington, Beds and 3 Jun 1627 her father, John 
Stratton, yeoman, wrote his will. It includes a statement "to John Bebie his wife a black ____". In 1650, she is 
shown as the wife of Henry Hemington on a Gr. Addington deed. (He was of Great Addington 1647-68 and of 
Sudborough 1671).  She evidently died before 1672 because a Henry Hemington is recorded as marrying an 
Elizabeth Beal in that year.

6. John Beeby Jr. (3.John2, 1.Thomas1 Bebe), b. ABT 1600 in Broughton, Northamptonshire, England,4 d. 18 May 

1650 in at sea.5  He was called second son in his father's will in 1622. In an Indenture (162/361) on 
17/11/Charles 5th year (1631) John Bebye of Broughton (and his wife Rebecca) sold land in Great Addington to 
his  elder brother James of Islip, both referred to as sons of John Bebye, deceased. John died 18 May 1650 
while on his way to America. He left five sons and two daughters. He left England in April or May 1650 and was 
accompanied by his five children. Two sons, John and Samuel, preceded him to America and his daughter 
Hannah and wife Rebecca probably died before he started. His will (below) was written and signed on 
shipboard on the day he died, at which time his eldest son was twenty-two and his youngest child eight. He 
appointed William Lewis and John Cole executors of his will. The immigrants reached their destination in the 
latter days of May 1650 and it is probable that the ship reached a port in the neighborhood of Cape Ann, MA for 
it is recorded the Rev. Mr. Blinman administered to the spiritual interests of this Colony and that he, with a party 
including the Beebes, had moved to New London, CT by March 1651, where they were prominent in the early 
settlement of that place. Actual dates of birth of his children are unknown. However, a number of documents 
show their date of baptism as the date of birth. 

  
 WILL OF JOHN BEEBY, 18 MAY 1650. It being agreabl to Civill and religious Custome as required by God 

upon the occation of his hand upon the sonnes of men as a forerunner of death unto them therefore to sett 
theyr house in order; wherefore I John Beeby, Husbandman, late of Broughton in the County of Northampton, 
being by Gods good hand bought on a voyadge towards New Engl'd to sea and there smitten by the good hand 
of God, so as that my expectation is for my chaynge, yet though mercy as yet in perfect memory and 
understanding; doe hereby (my just and dewe debts being fully and dewely discharged); give and bequeathe 
unto my seven children, to say John Beeby, Thomas Beeby, Samuel; Nathaniell, Jeames, Rebecca and Mary 
Beeby all and every such moneyes or goods of what spetia or kynde somever as all the proper estate belonging 
unto me the above sayde John Beeby, to be equally divided between the sayd John, Thomas, Samuel, 
Nathaniell, Jeames, Rebecca and Mary Beeby in equall parts and portions, Further I the sayde John Beebe doe 
will that my faure elder children to say; John, Thomas, Samuel and Rebecca shall have that part of the sayde 
monnies and goods belonging unto the three younger to say, Nathaniel Jeames and Mary, in their hands as wel 
as theyr owne proportions, and that the sayde John Thomas Samuell and Rebecca shall take care for the 
provition of the three younger till that they the sayde Nathaneill Jeames and Mary be of adge, at wh tyme they 
are to have theyr proportions payde in unto them by my sayde sonnes & daughter John Thomas Samuel and 
Rebecca Bebe, whom I appoint as execurors of this my last will and in case that any of the three of my younger 
childdren shall dye before they come at adge that then theyr proportion of estate so dyeing to be equally divided 
amongst all the survivors; Further I John Beeby doe will and desyor that loving friends Mr. William Lewis, and 
John Cole; be overseers of this my will; and that all my sayde children be advised and counselled by my sayde 
overseers for ther future desposal whether upon chaynge of theyr condition by marriage or otherwyse for the 
good of my sayde children: Lastly I will that it be understod that my daughters be at full adge for receyving theyr 
proportion of estate at ye adge of eighteen yearses; As a testimony that this is my last will and testamt I have 
this eighteenth day of May one thousand sixe hundred and fifty sett to my hand and seale. John Beeby, 
Witness, William Partridge, John Partridge. 

  
 The above is copied from the Book "The Beebe Family of Broughton, England" by Clarence Beebe, 1915. It is  

reported to be as nearly as possible verbatim. 
  
 Note: Many sources give birth dates of John and Rebecca's children which are really the dates they were 

baptized in England. He married Rebecca Ladd, 1627 in Broughton, Northamptonshire, England,3 b. 1605 in 
England, d. BEF 1650 in England.  Rebecca: She was of Broughton, Northamptonshire, England and was the 
sister of Samuel and Rev. Nathaniel Ladd of Broughton. In the will of Samuel Ladd, dated 23 Sep 1634 "To 
sister Rebecca Beebe, 5 pounds. To her son Samuel,  5 pounds. To each of her other children, viz.: to John, 
Thomas, and Rebecca, 10 shillings, being 1 pound, 10 shillings in all." One unproven record from LDS Library 
says that Rebecca is the child of Robert and Mary Ladd. Les Sullivan who lives near Cambridge, England says 
he has seen a record that calls Rebecca's mother "Marvis" but says the writing is very poor. Robert is said to

have been b. Hannington, Northamps, England 1 Jan 1577 and was buried in Broughton 12 Mar 1658. 
Broughton parish register of burials 1632-1676 shows "Old Robert Ladd, a good old man died and was buried in 
a good old age".Robert's wife was b. 1580.

Later he signed an agreement for the 
settlement of Norwalk, CT and by 1670 he was a resident of Stonington, New London, CT.  He 
was a soldier for many years, and in 1676 he participated in various campaigns in the King 
Phillip's War.  At one time he was in command of seven men sent to Montauk Point to tend a 
warning against a possible French attack.  On another occasion the General Assembly directed 
that he and certain others be allowed to take to themselves some guns that they had in their 
possession, as part of wages owing to them.  For his services in the war he was awarded a land 
grant. 

     
    Nathaniel settled in Stonington, CT. His land was absorbed in the large estates of his neighbors 

the Denisons. In the will of William Denison (1715) he disposes of the Beeby land, but adds "I 
order my executors to take a special care of Mr Nathaniel Beeby during his life and give him a 
Christian burial at his death." His gravestone is near the Denisons and states that he died 
December 17th 1724, aged 93. There is no record that he ever married or had children. 

      vi. Mary Beebe6 baptized 18 Mar 1637 in Broughton, Northamptonshire, England.7  According to 
the files of John Blodgett, she was unmarried and of New London, CT on 30 Sep 1662. 

      vii. Hannah Beebe6 baptized 23 Jun 1640 in Broughton, Northamptonshire, England,7 d. BEF 
1650.9  She is believed to have died before the date of her father's will since she is not 
mentioned.

7. Alexander Beeby (5.John3, 2.Alexander2, 1.Thomas1 Bebe), b. 23 Nov 1624,1 d. 1671.1  He was called heir 
(age 13 years, 8 months) in his father's Post Mortem in 1639, a land owner in 1647. Alexander Beeby, of Great 
Addington, Yeoman, wrote his will 24 Jun 1671 and died in that year.  At time of death he had 4 children plus an 
unborn child which were mentioned in his will as well as a mention of his father-in-law, Henry Hemington. He 
married1 Elizabeth Noke, b. ABT 1630,1 d. ABT 1688.1  Elizabeth: She is mentioned as "with child" in her 
husband's will. She wrote her will 18 Apr 1683 and it was proved in 1688. Co-Overseer of will is her "loving 
brother John Beeby" who also is witness to the will.

8. John Beeby (5.John3, 2.Alexander2, 1.Thomas1 Bebe), b. 1626/7,1 d. 1693,1 buried 2 Mar 1693 in Gr 

Addington, Northamptonshire, England.  Called second son in his father's will in 1638. In 1671, he is mentioned 
in his brother Alex's will. He was witness 20 Mar 1647 to Great Addington land transfers to/from Henry 
Hemington, his father-in-law and 27 Jun 1672, he and wife Susanna sold land he had inherited from his father 
in 1638. His will was written 22 Jan 1693 and proved 28 Apr 1694. He died in 1693 and was buried 3 Mar 1693 
leaving a wife and 4 children. Will states that John Beeby of Great Addington, husbandman, wrote the will, his 
wife and executrix (Susanna) retained properties during her lifetime. Eldest son John (under 21) gets estate, 
land, house and farm animals. Son Lawrence (under 21) Co-executor, his house & Spinney and 3 acres in 
Great Addington fields. Daughters Jane and Elizabeth (both under 21) receive 40 pounds each. The will is 
witnessed by John Beeby, Lawrence Sanderson; land holders John Beeby; William Beeby. He married 
Susanna Sanderson, 7 Apr 1666 in Hargrave, Northamptonshire, England,1 b. 1630,10 baptized 1638,1 buried 
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1724.10  Susanna: She was "of Great Addington"at time of marriage. Witnessed land record of her husband in 
1672.  She was executor of her husband's will in 1693/4 and called a widow in a 1698 record. She was the 
daughter of Lawrence Sanderson whose will, 28 Mar 1678, mentions his daughter Susanna, the wife of John 
Beeby.

9. John Beebe III.11 (6.John3 Beeby Jr., 3.John2, 1.Thomas1 Bebe), baptized 4 Nov 1628 in Broughton, 

Northamptonshire, England,3 d. 14 Apr 1708 in New London, New London, Connecticut,12 occupation Farmer 
Soldier.  He was a farmer and lived in Broughton, Northamptonshire, England.  In 1649 he and his brother 
Samuel Beebe emigrated to the American colonies, and later that year they were living in Gloucester, Essex, 
MA.   In late 1650 or early 1651 he moved to New London, New London, CT where he spent the remainder of 
his life. 

  
 His name appears frequently in early New London land records where he was granted land: house lots in 

Poquiogh and Fog Plain in the spring of 1651; one acre in 1651 Sep 4; five acres in 1651 Dec 2; six acres in 
1652 Mar 5; and land situated east of the Mystic River in 1652.  In 1651 he was listed as among the grantees 
and planters of New London, CT. 

  
 In the summer of 1676, Ensign John Beebe on New London, with Captain George Denison, was with a 

company which was raised in New London County for the Indian War. There was once a dispute between the 
New London and Lyme people over the right to mow grass on debatable land. When the Lyme people came 
with a constable who began to read a warrant for the apprehension of another ensign, Sergeant Beebe 
interruped him crying "we care not a straw for your paper." There was a struggle between the two parties which 
did not result seriously to either side. In 1671-2, he was brought before the court, with many others in New 
London, "for an attempt to drive Mr. Matthew Griswold and Lieut. William Waller by violence off their lands, 
resistance to authority and assault." Very likely he had been for some time on the plantation of New London in 
the service of John Winthrop, the founder. In 1707, he deeded 31 acres to his son Benjamin. This deed was 
recorded 28 April 1714 but he was probably dead at that time. He was called a "Leather Dresser" in a deed 
dated 1660. In 1675, he was appointed Ensign by the general court. During King Philip's War in June 1676, he 
went on several expeditions against the Indians to Rhode Island, Taunton and beyond Westfield, MA on the 
way to Albany. On one of these expeditions, the company ascended the Connecticut River to Northampton, 
where they joined Major Talcot with supplies of which the army was in urgent need. In 1690, he was 
commissioned a lieutenant. 

  
 Clarence Beebe in "John Beebe of Broughton," 1921, says his death was "about April 1714." He married Abigail 

Yorke, 1659 in Stonington, New London, Connecticut,13 b. 1638,14 d. 7 Jan 1720/21.15  Abigail: Daughter of 
James and Joannah (____) Yorke Sr. of Stonington, CT. According to the Hempstead Diary, p 105 she was 
buried 7 Jan 1721 It read  "Saturd 7. old goodee Beebee was buried, ye Widow of Lt Jno Beebe decesd."

      i. John Beebe IV. b. ABT 1661 in New London, New London, Connecticut.16  Little is known of 

John. He gave deeds of land in New London in 1687-88-89, the last two being to Richard Shaw, 
husband of his sister Rebecca. These deeds were recorded in June 1696. No further mention of 
him has been found. It was earlier thought that he was the father of Joseph and Mary but it is 
more likely that they were his brother and sister. It is possible that John never married. He 
married Unknown.

ABT 1623 in prob. Billericay, Essex, England,18 d. 1702 in Norwalk, Fairfield, Connecticut.19  John: The Will of 
William Ruscoe of Jamaica, L. I., 5 Aug 1860. To son John, now living in Norwalk in New England, 5 shilling, 
To the children of my daughter Sarah, L20 among them, when of age. To Alice, daughter of my son Samuel, 
pewter  utensisl. To son Samuel all lands, houses, etc. Wife (unnamed) to be executrix. Witnesses: Peter 
Smyth, William Creed, Thomas Williams. Proved 13 Dec 1682 (from Abstracts of wills on file in the Surrogate's 
Office, City of New York, vol 1, p 121, published in Collection of the New York Historical Society.) 

  
 John, b. abt. 1623; d. intestate at Norwalk, Conn., in 1702; m. at Hartford, Conn., 2 Jan 1650/1, Rebecca 

Beebe. He was of Hartford until 1651, when he became one of the fourteen original proprietors of Norwalk, 
Conn., whither he removed with Richard Seamer, whose will he witnessed in 1655. The inventory of his estate 
was taken 20 Nov 1702,, and the estate was divided by agreement among his heirs, Thomas Ruscoe, Mary 
Ruscoe, Rebecca Browne, Ruth Abbott, Sarah Ruscoe and son-in-law William Lees.

 In the spring and July of 1651 he was granted land in New London, Conn.  In 1662 Jun 28 a warrant was 

issued for his appearance in court on the first Thursday in July to answer the complaint of John Lewis 
regarding a debt of ten shillings.  A bark of twelve to twenty tons, named the "Speedwell" was built for him by 
Mouls and Coit circa 1662. In 1669 he was made a freeman, and in 1673 was appointed a jury-man for the 
year, and again in 1677. In 1675 Jun 4 he was confirmed as Sergeant of the Trainband at New London with 
his brother Samuel Beebe, and again in 1678. In 1675 when the Indians were attacking and burning several 
villages in and around New London, he was one of seven men appointed to set up fortifications against them.  
He also served in the King Phillips War with the rank of Sergeant. 

  
 In February of 1677/8 he was a part of a building committee set up to build a new meeting house at the site of 

the old one.  In 1683 Nov 19 he was part of a committee to seek a replacement minister who had passed 
away.  In 1690 he was assigned the job of finishing the interior of the new meeting house. The same year he 
succeeded his brother John Beebe as Sergeant of the Trainband. He was prominent in church affairs. In 
addition to his own children, he raised the two sons of Millicent from her previous marriage. He married 
Millicent Addes, 1651,21 b. ABT 1623.22  Millicent: Millicent was the daughter of William Addes who was in 
Gloucester, MA in 1649 and New London, CT in 1659 where he was allowed to brew beer and distil for the 
benefit of the town. Millicent first m. William Southmayd (also spelled Southmead and Southmeade) an early 
settler of Gloucester, MA. His name was spelled Southmead until changed in the 1640s in Gloucester, MA. 
They had three sons. William died in Boston, MA in 1646 and she m. William Ash in 1647 and probably left 
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Gloucester and moved to New London,CT about 1650 and Ash died that same year. Millicent m. Thomas 
Beebe in 1651 and, according to descendants, Thomas raised Millicent's two children by her first husband. 
William Southmayd would have been about age 8 and John about age 5 at the time of the marriage. Millicent 
also had a son (also named John) b. 16 Oct 1645 who lived only 10 days. Millicent approximate birth date is 
based on the birth date of her first child. It may have been later that 1623. Interestly, one researcher in 
England claims Millicent "was born April 30, 1623 in Frampton, Gloucester, England and died in New London 
CT."

A deed recorded 
in New London, and dated 8 May 1716 from Mary Beebe, then resident of Colchester, and relict of Samuel 
Beebe, late of New London, deceased, and conveyed to Samuel Fox of New London, for a valuable sum of 
money, land in New London, "originally granted to William Keeney." He probably moved to Plum Island and 
died there early in 1712 as administration was granted on his estate, 6 April 1712, to his widow, Mary and his 
son Samuel of Southold, Long Island. The Genealogy by Clarence Beebe names a first wife, Agnes Keeney, 
which is believed to be in error. Search does not reveal any such person other than Mary Keeney's mother, the 
wife of William Keeney. It appears that Clarence Beebe merely repeated the incorrect information provided by 
Frances M. Caulkins who earlier wrote the History of New London.  New London Probate Record (A/620), 
rejected will of Samuel Beebe of New London, dated 10 Nov 1702, mentions wife Mary (executor), sons 
Samuel, William, Nathaniel, Jonathan and Thomas Beebe; daughters Agnes, Susanna and Mercy. His 
daughter Mary was not mentioned although Mary dec'd was mentioned in the distribution of her father's estate.

He was 
apprenticed by William Lewis, overseer of his father's Will to Thomas Stanley, of Hartford and Hadley. Stanley 
in his Will bequeathed five pounds "unto James Beebe my servant to be paid unto him a'ft he hath p'formed 
that tyme of service whe was promised by William Lewis, that he is to be with me until he is 20 and 5 years 
old." In 1679 he was a resident of Stratford, CT but soon removed to Norwalk and thence to Danbury. The first 
permanent settlement of Danbury was made in 1685 by James and seven other families. Here he was 
appointed to sundry offices, being a Commissioner in 1691, a Lieutenant in 1696, a Justice of the Peace for 
many years from 1698, a Deputy to the General Assembly in 1710, and Captain of the Train Band from 1716. 
He died at Danbury, CT 22 April 1728 at the age of 87 as recorded on his tombstone. This stone was seen by 
Rev. Thomas Robbins and referred to in a century sermon in 1801.Clarence Beebe in his 1904 Monograph of 
the Beebe family differs a bit on the placement of children. He wrote "He married, first, at Hadley, October 24th 
1668, Mary, daughter of Robert Boltwood. She was the mother of his three older children, and died August 
19th, 1676. He married. second at Norwalk, Conn, December 19th, 1679, Sarah, daughter of Thomas 
Benedict. He lived to a good old age. and died at Danbury, Conn, .April 22 1728. aged 87 years, as recorded 
on his tombstone.

The names Nehemiah Beebe and his wife gave to their children were similar to those 
given by Daniel and Deborah Westcott to their children. "Daniel," "Thomas" and "Deborah" were used 
frequently as given names for several generations in both the Westcott and Beebe families. Nehemiah's 
grandson, Asel Beebe, named one of his sons "Westcott," again reinforcing the possibility of a connection to 
the family of Daniel and Deborah Westcott.

The 
record of the trial of Seba Beebe is one of the rare documents found on microfilm at the Vermont State 
Library, Montpelier, VT, being a record of the Vermont State Supreme Court Session of February 8, 1795 at 
Windsor County Court at Woodstock, VT. Before a jury drawn from Windsor County, Seba Beebe, identified 
as of Strafford in the County of Orange, VT, pleaded not guilty to a charge of counterfeiting 100 so-called 
Spanish dollars of base metal and paying to one Benjamin Burtch(?) and Seth Hathaway two counterfeit 
Spanish dollars contrary to "the stature in that case made and provided and against the peace and dignity of 
the State." The date of the offense is given as May 7, 1794. On a four-count indictment, Seba was found not 
guilty on two counts and guilty on the other two. The Court thereupon sentenced Seba to "be taken to some 
proper place in the Town of Windsor between the hours of one and three in the afternoon on the 25th day of 
February instant and there have his right ear cut off, branded with the letter C on a hot iron on his forehead, 
and that he pay a fine of five pounds to the Treasurer of this State and costs of prosecution taxed at nineteen 
pounds, nineteen shillings, and six pense, and be committed to the (jail) in the County of Orange until the 
whole sentence be complied with." 

  
 This harsh penalty for passing "$2 worth" of counterfeit money was consistent with the laws of Vermont at 

that time for horse thiefs and counterfeiters. The law was changed in 1797 to eliminate mutilation and impose 
a jail sentence (ten years at hard labor for counterfeiting, seven years for horse theft, two to ten years for 
passing forged notes, and punishment for theft ranging from two to ten years depending upon the amount of 
money involved. 

  
 Despite the above trial and convection, it should be remembered that Seba fought for our country almost 

continually from the spring of 1776 to the spring of 1779 and served short periods in 1780 as a soldier in the 
Revolutionary War. On 15 March 1776 he enlisted as an orderly Sergeant under Captain John Strong. He 
served in other companies raised from the Connecticut River Towns and was at the surrender of General 
Burgoyne at Saratoga 17 Oct 1777. He later served under Captains Young and Ladd in 1778 and 1779 and 
volunteered for short periods of service on raids in 1780, once after the Indian raid on Royalton, VT 16 Oct 
1780 and on the expedition "up Queechy River." 

  
 Testimony by eldest son David for a widow's pension of wife Sarah shows that Seba had nine children; 7 

sons and 2 daughters. Thomas testified that he had known Sarah for 50 years but did not identify himself as 
her son and it is said that this branch of the family for a few generations concealed their connection with Seba 
Beebe but there is no doubt that he was a son of Seba. One of the few records on Seba's family is a 5 Dec

1921 membership application of Elizabeth (Beebe) Mabb of Syracuse, NY to the NSDAR. It lists children of 
Seba and Sarah as David, Zera, Thomas, Seba, Calvin, Luther, Hanna, Rhoda and Anson. 

 The following is taken from the Graves Association Internet Web Site: Seba Beebe (81) was born 6 April 
1749 in Lyme, New London Co., CT, and died 26 Feb. 1837 in Stanstead,Quebec, Canada.  He married 
Sarah Davis, daughter of Thomas Davis and his second wife Mary (Ranney) Bush,on 24 Feb. 1773 in 
Westminster, Windham Co., VT.  Sarah was born 25 July 1751 at Middletown, Middlesex Co.,CT.  Seba lived 
in Lyme, CT, Windsor, VT, and Piermont, NH (c. 1778).  In 1797 he moved to Beebe Plain on 
theVermont/Quebec border, arriving there via an ox-team.  He was a soldier in the Rev. War, and his name 
appears on the pension rolls in Canada in 1831 for services rendered in the Vermont militia.  It was said that 
he was a counterfeiter in Vermont, and was tried and convicted of two of the four charges against him.  As his 
punishment, he was branded on the forehead with the letter "C", had his right ear cut off, and was assessed 
monetary penalties.The town of Beebe, Stanstead Co., Quebec was named for this family.  (R-149, R-208).

However, the Millington Green Historic Report, 1984, 
extracted in the Beebe Connection, Vol 7, No 2, 1992, say that he married Apphia Sparrow in 1753. It also 
mentions that he had two children, Thomas and Luna. Another article in this document on Ebenezer Dutton 
includes a statement that Stella Beebe, daughter of Dr Abner Beebe, married Dr Joseph Arnold Jr. in 1789 
who began his practice a year earlier.

John Crookston III, the child of John 
Jr. and Mary was left in the custody of his Grandfather, John Crookston Sr. and named as one of the 
Administrators of the Estate, in the will of his Grandfather. I cannot quite understand how or why his mother, 
Mary, gave up her child and  followed her brothers to Pennsylvania. I have found no Guardianship papers for 
the boy." At the time Mary went to Pennsylvania, Joshua Beebe also moved from Connecticut to 
Pennsylvania for the same reason. After Joshua died and left Mary a widow for the second time and with his 
six children, she removed to the Yamachiche refugee camp near Three Rivers Quebec for the balance of the 
War. While in the camp she met Christopher Pearson the rations officer a widower, with two girls, and married 
for the third time. With the signing of the peace treaty in Paris, provision was made for reparations. 
Christopher Pearson and his wife and new family were among the five hundred settlers who sailed from the 
St. Lawrence around the Gaspe peninsula Paspebiac beach on the Bay of Chaleur in June of 1783. Lots 
were drawn and land distributed to these transplanted Americans. Mary, or Grandma Pearson, as she was 
later known lived to the age of 103.

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Jerusha shall agree, and also it is my will that my son Salmon shall keep a cow for each so long as they 
remain single and unmarried and make this their place of residence, and in case my daughter Ruth and 
Jerusha shall marry or either of them, my son shall pay each of them Ten Pounds English Money on their 
quittance within Twelve months after, together with lawful interest thereon from the time of quittance. And it is 
my will further that if I should demise soon or in the course of the Winter that my said daughters shall not be 
at the expense of any provisions viz: they may share in the provisions in the store until the first of December 
next from this date. And further I also give my said son Salmon all the land I have on the east side of the

the benefit of the Law of Congress passed June 7th, 1832. 

 That he was drafted in the Army of the United States under the following named officers and served as herein 
stated. He was born in Gloster [Gloucester] County in the State of New Jersey on the last day of June in (he 
believes) the year 1757, but he does not remember the year of his age and knows it only by computation from 
his age and that he verily believes that he was 47 years of age the last day of June. He has no record of his 
age. His father had a record of his age in his family Bible, which he has frequently seen. The same year as 
the battle of Monmouth in the Spring of the year, but the day of the month not known or the date of the year 
he cannot state from memory he entered the service of the United States under Col. Westcott as a wagoner, 
in which capacity he continued, as well as he can now remember, about one year, until the British got into 
New York, where he got a discharge, which has been lost -- he does not remember where or how. After he 
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entered the service of the United States as a volunteer under the command of Capt. Davis and Major Paine 
and Col. Westcott, he joined his company at Chessnut Neck in Glaster County, Galloway Township, New 
Jersey. The British were in New York at the time. After the company had been Chessnut Neck some time 
they went to a battery after which business the declarant helped bring in he thinks something like half a dozen 
six pounders in the battery. The company declarant was with and staid at  Chessnut Neck for a year during 
which time kept the British from plundering the neighborhood. They were called there on the occasion of the 
village being burnt by the British the refugees; plundering the inhabitants along the coast two years after the 
Battle of Monmouth but by his old age and loss of memory he cannot state the year. He ----- skirmish at 
Chesnut Neck. About this time Benjamine Boles [illegible] shot a refugee named William Givenor [or Giverson 
[illegible] and broke his thigh [illegible]. Dr. Richard Collins doctored him until he got well enough to be sent to 
Burlington [?I jail. Previous to that time, a refugee named Joseph Miller had been taken and hung at 
Burlington, He was in this last service not less a year and got a discharge for one year, which has been lost, 
he knows not how or where. He knew Washington, Westcott, Howell, Clark, Lee, Putnam, and others of the 
Continental Army. He served as a private. After the Revolutionary War, he continued to reside in said County 
of Goster [Gloucesterl until about 16 years ago, when he removed to Clermont County, Ohio, in which county 
he has ever since continued to reside. Robert Leeds, Edward Thomas, John Leeds, Squire Joshua Bennett 
and others know him in his present neighborhood and can testify to his character for truth and their belief as a 
soldier of the Revolution. There is no clergyman in his neighborhood with whom he is acquainted except the 
Rev. John Collins, who is a Methodist minister & is mostly away from home. this 6th day of December, 1834.

The next spring, being equally in want, and not wishing to spend the time to 
go himself, as he was anxious to get in a crop of corn, asked his son, then only ten years old, if he could go 
and get some grain or flour. "I can try," was the boys reply, and forthwith preparations were made and at an 
early hour in the morning he was on his way. He took with him three bags, each containing eight pounds of 
maple sugar, with which to pay for his wheat; at the rate of eight pounds for a bushel. His only guide through 
the dense forest was marked trees. He reached his destination at night and inquired of Mr. Bradley if he could 
let him have the grain. On receiving a negative reply the boy burst into tears, but was soon quieted on being 
told by Mr. Bradley that he would give him the value of his sugar in flour, and keep him and his horse over 
night free of charge. Early in the morning the boy set out on his return home. When he reached Judge 
Bingham's at the salt road, it was nearly dark, and the Judge persuaded him to stay over night as it would be 
impossible for him to find his way by marked trees. About ten o'clock the next morning he arrived at home 
greatly pleased with his trip. (from a Special Edition of the Cortland County Genealogical Society on Taylor 
NY) In the article, Cokeley's name is given as "Koakland" which is believed to be incorrect.

439, Mexican War, I have the honor to 
state that he stated before me, under oath, that in addition to his pension he is receiveing $8, a 
month as an inmate of the Soldiers Home, at Washington, D.C. I strongly suspect that he is 
drawing more that one pension, as he admiths that he has also been known as C.G. SWEET. 
Wm. F. TANNER. C.J. JOHNSON and Ham BEEBE, And in his deserted wifes claim it appears 
that he is also known as Charles J. Beebe.

One day while riding along the river road, he met one of his neighbors, who was engaged in 
hauling a huge, hollow log up the river bank. Without any hesitation he says 'Come Silas! I'll bet a quarter that 
the hole in that log is not large enough to creep into.' Silas accepted the bet, and crept into it. In an instance 
the judge was off his horse, and giving the log a push, sent it and its occupier rolling into the current. Having 
done this he rode off in high glee, leaving Silas to sink or swim. Fortunately a few men, passing immediately 
after this occurrence, heard the screams of Beebe's victim, rescued him from his perilous position, and all 
went enroute to interview the Judge. He, of course, [said that he] saw the log roll into the stream and 
hastened to town for help.

 Asel's widow, Hannah, is living in the household of her youngest daughter, Jane (Beebe) Hankins and her 

son-in-law, Albert Hankins, in Winslow Twp. (Camden Co.) at the time of the 1850 federal census.  Her age is 
listed as 67 years, birthplace New Jersey.  Hannah's maiden name is listed as "Hannah Hubbard" on the 
death certificate of her daughter, Jane (Beebe) Hankins.  Asel was apparently dead by the time of the 1850 
census, so we can estimate his date of death as having occurred sometime between 1841 (when he was 
deed Grantee) and 1850 (when his widow was listed on the census). 

  
 I have placed Asel's birthdate as sometime before 1773 (probably between 1770-1773), though it's possible 

he was born as early as the 1760s.  He would have had to have been at least 21 years old when he was 
taxed in Galloway Twp. in 1794, but it's unlikely that he was born before, say 1760, as this would have made 
him in his 80s when he deeded land in 1841. 

  
 Asel was quite certainly a brother of Daniel (b. ca. 1755), Thomas (b. 1757) and Oliver (b. 1761) Beebe.  Not 

only was he a neighbor of these men, but he and his children were also closely associated with their families.  
Willam Beebe, son of Oliver Beebe (b. 1761), witnessed Asel's deeds.  Thomas Beebe (b. 1757), who later 
removed with his grown children to Clermont Co., Ohio, named one of his elder sons "Asel."  Daniel, Thomas, 
Oliver and Asel were sons of Nehemiah Beebe (b. ca. 1728), who removed from Connecticut to New Jersey 
sometime before 1752 (when he inventoried the estate of Thomas Clark of Egg Harbour).  On 16 Jun 1745 
Nehemiah Beebe enlisted in Capt. Israel Hewit's Company in New London, CT.  Said company was mustered 
in 24 Aug 1746 in New London, CT.  His name appears on the roll of this company through 31 Oct 1747.  So 
it is apparent that Nehemiah removed from Connecticut to New Jersey sometime between 1747-1752. 

  
 Nehemiah's parents are sometimes listed as "Zaccheus and Sarah (Lay) Beebe," but this relationship is 

impossible as Nehemiah's birthdate (ca. 1728) predates the marriage of Zaccheus and Sarah by many years.  
Nehemiah could not have been born any later than 1728 or 1729 as he would have had to have been at least 
16 years old when he enlisted in 1745.  Some researchers have claimed that Nehemiah was a son of 
Ebenezer Beebe of Lyme, CT.  Although Ebenezer Beebe did have a son, Noah, who enlisted in the same 
company the same week as our Nehemiah did, there is simply no evidence to prove that theory.  For now at 
least, we must accept the fact that Nehemiah's parentage is simply "unknown." 

  
 The name of Nehemiah Beebe's wife is presently unknown.  Nehemiah did not leave a Will and his wife's 

name does not appear on any of the property deeds or court records that mention him.  No marriage record 
for Nehemiah Beebe and his wife has ever been discovered.  There is some evidence to suggest that 
Nehemiah's wife was a daughter of Daniel and Deborah Westcott who removed from Bedford, NY to the Egg 
Harbor area of southern New Jersey during the middle of the 18th century.  Nehemiah Beebe and his family 
were closely associated with Daniel Westcott and his children for several generations.  Nehemiah witnessed 
several financial and property transactions for Daniel Westcott.  Daniel's sons posted bond for Nehemiah 
Beebe in 1764 when Nehemiah was arrested for failing to make good on a debt.  Nehemiah Beebe, along 
with several other members of the Daniel Westcott family, was listed as a debtor to the estate of Ziba 
Westcott (a son of Daniel and Deborah) in 1760. 
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 The names Nehemiah Beebe and his wife gave to their children were similar to those given by Daniel and 

Deborah Westcott to their children.  "Daniel," "Thomas" and "Deborah" were used frequently as given names 
for several generations in both the Westcott and Beebe families.  Nehemiah's younger son, Asel Beebe, 
named one of his sons "Westcott," again reinforcing the possibility of a connection to the family of Daniel and 
Deborah Westcott.

Lucy Saunders 12 Mar 1804 according to VT 
vital records and it appears likely that Pascal was his child and Lucy was his mother. Pascal is not shown in 
Vermont vital records. Perhaps there was some stigma concerning the fact that he was born so soon after the 
marriage. Who knows?? Josiah B. married (2) Abigail _____ about 1825 and had a number of children and 
moved to Chestertown, Warren County, NY. Also in Windsor County was a Brace Jones. In 1819 he married 
Mrs. Lucy Beebe, formerly Lucy Sanderson according to an article on a son of Brace Jones published in the 
History of the Firelands, by W.W. Williams, 1879. She was born March 18, 1784, and died March 19, 1865. 
Brace and Lucy also moved from VT to Huron County, OH. Lucy, Brace and Pascal are all buried in the 
Jones Cemetery, Sherman Township, Huron Co. Ohio. Pascal had a son Henry Brace Beebe b. 1839 in 
Bernard, Windsor, VT. 

  
 It is assumed, but remains unproven, that Lucy Saunders, Lucy Sanderson and Lucy Jones are one and the

 Ca 1893- 1894 North Clymer 
 Addison Beebe and wife instantly killed by the cars 
  
 One of the saddest and most distressing accidents in this vicinity was that which occurred near North 

Clymer, on Wednesday afternoon, of last week which Addison Beebe and his wife of this place lost their 
lives. Mr and Mrs Beebe had been visiting their son, *Orren, (or Orra) at North Clymer and had just started 
on the journey home and were killed while attempting to cross the track of the Western NY & PA RR near 
Albert HILCOMB'S place, the 3rd crossing, and about a half mile from the Panama station, Train 1 known as 
the Fast Express was running at speeds of about 50 mph and due at Sherman at 3;25 PM. Full details will 
never be known but it is thought that Mr Beebe either never heard the whistle, or else he had hurried the 
horse across the tracks before the train. At any rate, the locomotive reached the crossing a few feet ahead 
and the horse driven by Mr Beebe was struck by the engine and by the buggy and its occupants came in 
contact about the same time, Mr and Mrs BEEBE and the horse were killed instantly, Mr Beebe was hurled a 
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distance of several feet, struck on some ties, his head crushed, brains coming out, Mrs Beebe was badly 
bruised, although not mangled, the buggy totally demolished and carried a distance of 200-300 ft. Mr Beebe 
was 74 and his wife was 63 and had resided for many years, until recently, at Marks Corners in the town of 
French Creek .The article in the Aug 4, 1893 Olean Demcrat is believed to be source of the above.data. He 
married Samantha Park, b.

He 
received a pension in 1831 at Granville, NY. He lived in East Haddam, CT; Ludlow, MA; North Adams, MA 
and Granville, NY where he was Overseer of Highways in 1789 and 1790. He certified to the pension claim 
of Samuel Jr. at Granville, NY in 1820. His will was probated 16 Nov 1833 and listed his children Gideon Jr., 
Asaph, Judith, Lois, Thankful, Chloe and Minerva. During the war he served in an Artillery Reg't of the MA 
Militia. During the Reevolutionary War era and afterwards, the residents of Granville,NY wanted to be 
considered part of Vermont as they felt it would afford better protection against both the British and the 
Indians than being allied with New York.  This explains the story that Gideon technically lived in NY, but his 
farm was located in VT.

In 1823 he was elected a trustee in that 
undertaking and in 1826 he was united with the Church. In 1828 he was appointed a collector among the 
men for the cause of foreign and domestic missions but had no receipts to report. When the village meeting 
house was built, he was delegated to purchase a table and two chairs for use in the new building. 

  
 As a Deacon of the church, he was active and outspoken in all church quarrels and trials. In 1836 he 

resigned his position as deacon, convinced that the Scriptures did not sanction such an office. In the autumn 
of the same year he was re-elected to that office but refused to serve. He and others were eventually tried by 
the church for heresy but the charges were not legally sustained, and he was "acquitted." As a result of the 
trial, he and several others switched to the Methodist Church, on the grounds that all religious denominations 
were alike. 

  
 His signature was on all three Anti-slavery petitions sent to Congress between 1835 and 1845. He was also 

a foundryman. He resided in Brandon, VT when a youth and removed with his parents to Westmoreland, NY 
and Verona, NY (both in Oneida Cty) and to Mexico, NY arriving there in 1807. He lived there until his death.

Sherman A. Buck was m. in his 38th year, up to which time he had led a quiet but busy life, assisting his 
father and brothers to clear up farms in New York and Ohio.  He remained in Indiana until 1846, when, 
tempted by glowing frontier reports, he  "pulled up" and removed with his family to Henry County, Iowa.  His 
youngest son, Asaph was then but two years old.  He purchased a farm in Henry County, and remained on it 
till 1861, when he again "pulled up" and removed to Van Buren County, Iowa.  Here he purchased a 
moderate sized farm, of good land, and set about improving it, but died the year following.  This last removal, 
was to please his sons, who now being quite large, desired more land to occupy their time and strength.  For 
some years, he had been a cripple, unable to do much hard work.  The management of the farm fell to his 
son Asaph.  Mr. Buck was in many respects, a peculiar man.  He could not brook debt, and his promptness 
to cancel obligations, was a matter of comment among his neighbors.  Unfortunately, he was timid or 
indifferent when others owed him, and used often to say that he would rather loose an honest debt, owing 
him, than ask for it.  This trait of character, although sometimes a virture is not condusive to the attainment of 
wealth, and he therefore did not accumulate a fortune, though he had enough for comfort and independence.  
For a while after reaching Iowa, he followed boating on the rivers.  He never held political office.  He was 
proud of the family name, and desired particularly to see his sons grow up useful and influential members of 
society.  His wife Urana Hicks, also of English descent, was more a matter of fact woman.  She was 
ambitious to attain property, and careful to save it --not for the sake of show, but for the comforts to be 
realized from, and the good to be done with it.  After her husband's death, she was called to undergo the 
trying ordeal of seeing all her sons march to join the Union army.  Her only remark was, "It is hard to see 
them all go, but I am glad to know that none of them are disposed to shirk their duty,". He married Urana 
Maria Hicks, 11 Sep 1827 in Switzerland County, Indiana,150,2761 b.

This partnership 
existed until Mr. Kinne became district judge in 1887. During his residence in Toledo, IA, he was 
mayor for three terms and held the offices of city attorney and president of the school board.

His offer of agencies to 
several of the older members of family encouraged them in their decision to move west.  At one time James 
was a road supervisor and a Justice of the peace. In 1891 he returned to New York State where he 
remained until his death in 1897. Biography of Harrison County, IA says he and his wife are buried in Council 
Bluffs which may be incorrect. Earlier in life he had been a contractor and worked on the Black River Canel 
section of the Erie Canel. An account book refers to the company as the firm of Thompson and Beebee. A 
small slip of paper in possession of a descendant shows the signatures of Isaac Thompson, Lewis Beebee 
and James L. Beebe. (The Lewis Beebee may be his father or his step-brother.) Later James formed his own 
company. It should be noted that this family and all of the descendants of James spelled their name Beebee. 
In the 1870 NY census, James had a child, age 1, b. IA living in his household. In the 1880 census he had 2 
Grand children living in his household O.M (or C. M.) Beebee age 11 and Frank P. Beebee age 1, both b. IA.

She toted along a pillowcase full of homemade woolen socks, family tradition says. Charlotte recalls her 
grandmother telling of the soldiers hauling their fuel into camp "along paths reddened by their unshod and 
bleeding feet." 

  
 It would be the first time, but not the last, that the Beebes would try to make the best of a tough situation. 

Despite hardship, and troubles that sometimes took him from his family, Revolutionary War Capt. James 
Beebe answered calls to service. Miriam K. Schmitz described Beebe, who eventually settled on Onondaga 
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Hill, as "a responsible man" in her book, "The Hollow and the Hill," a history of Syracuse and Onondaga Hill. 
She wrote of how Beebe, born in Connecticut in 1752, raised "a company of friends and neighbors" in 
Danbury after the British destroyed stores in 1777. Beebe underwrote most of the cost of outfitting his 
company, according to his granddaughter's manuscript. The only compensation he received from the 
government "would scarcely buy a jack knife," Miller wrote. 

  
 The last thing James Beebe did before he and his men marched off in April 1777 was marry Mehitabel 

Fairchild. He went on to take a bullet in the shoulder in the Battle of Brandywine before that bleak winter in 
Valley Forge and, in the summer of 1778, suffered sunstroke at the Battle of Monmouth. His injuries "did not 
put an end to his service in the army," Miller wrote. Beebe retired from military service in 1781. 

  
 Beebe took up work as a land surveyor. He first visited Central New York in the summer of 1795, when he 

got a job locating and developing lots in the region's Military Tract, which was set aside for veterans of the 
Revolutionary War. During that first visit, he stayed with brothers-in-law in the present-day town of Pitcher, 
Chenango County. His wife and five children stayed behind. In the fall, he went back to collect his family and, 
in February 1796, they set off with everything they owned piled on a wooden sleigh drawn by two horses. 
They stayed in a cabin Beebe and his brothers-in-law built about seven miles west of Pitcher. When Beebe 
and the brothers Fairchild went east on business, his wife and children once again fended for themselves. 
The log cabin had no door. Mehitabel Beebe fashioned one by nailing a blanket over the entrance; it was 
held in place by the family's traveling trunks. 

  
 "Electa (Miller's mother) used often to tell of being put to sleep in the cabin when such a door together with a 

bright fire was the only protection of the family from intruders and panthers," Miller wrote. 
 After two years, the family moved to Pompey and shortly thereafter to Onondaga Hill, where James Beebe 

became the local jailer. There is some disagreement about what brought Beebe to this turn of events. Miller 
wrote that he had come to the town to serve a jail sentence after a friend for whom he had signed a bail bond 
jumped bail and escaped. Beebe gave up all his possessions but still could not pay the penalty, so he was 
forced to go to jail for the debt. Again, Mehitabel Beebe followed her husband. She packed up the family and 
they moved from Pompey to Onondaga Hill. After serving some time, Beebe was released but required to 
stay within two miles of the jail. During this time, he proved himself trustworthy and was appointed keeper of 
the jail, Miller wrote. 

  
 According to the history by Schmitz, Beebe was hired from Pompey as the first jailer after the jail was built. "I 

didn't know exactly how he was appointed as jailer, but that is an interesting twist," said Jonathan Anderson, 
Onondaga County Sheriff's Department historian. Anderson said he thought that because the first sheriffs of 
the county were all Revolutionary War soldiers, Beebe had used his connections to get the job as jailer. 

  
 Historians agree Beebe was the jailer for some years, while his family kept a tavern in the area. It was at the 

family tavern that Electa Beebe suffered the same mixed luck as her father. While serving Victory Birdseye, 
a young lawyer from Pompey, she spilled a bowl of hot soup on his only suit. According to Miller, this was the 
first time the two met. They later married and had 12 children, including Miller. 

  
 While serving as jailer, Beebe was also appointed supervisor of the new state arsenal shortly before the War 

of 1812. This position indirectly led to his death, Schmitz wrote. In 1812, Jasper Hopper, Beebe's assistant at 
the arsenal, supplied weapons to a group of American soldiers headed to Fort Ontario. He didn't get a 
receipt before the soldiers left town. So Beebe chased after the soldiers to account for the weapons. After 
catching up with them and getting a receipt, he disappeared. "Later, his boat was found floating bottom 
upwards and his disfigured remains told the story of his death," Miller wrote. Beebe had drowned in the 
Seneca River. 

  
 He could not escape his luck, even in death. While his funeral was being held on Onondaga Hill, some 

debtors escaped from the jail and Beebe's survivors were saddled with the debt. 
  
 Despite their efforts to stay together over vast expanses of wilderness, James and Mehitabel Beebe were 

separated again in the end. James is buried on Onondaga Hill, where the family lived at the time of his death 
in 1812. Mehitabel, who died 25 years later at a daughter's house, is buried in Pompey.

Mr. Beebee 
continued fiom there to Sausalito aboard the "Malacafel", and then to San Jose where he was engaged as a 
store clerk. Mr. Beebee was one of the early ones to go to the mines in search of gold. In May 1849, he left 
the Northern Counties for San Luis Obispo to open a general merchandise store with a partner. After two 
years without much success Mr. Beebee withdrew from the firm and engaged in ranching eight miles south 
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of San Luis Obispo. He continued to ranch until the dry season of 1864-65 when he was forced to sell his 
ranch on account of financial set back. Mr. Beebee was instrumental in the organizing of a strong Republican 
constituency in his area. He was appointed Judge of San Luis Obispo. He also was Vice President of the 
First National Bank of San Luis Obispo, and elected President when the bank changed to the County Bank. 
In 1869, Mr. Beebee joined the firm "Schwartz, Harford & Co." which 

 would grow to control most of the lumber trade of San Luis Obispo County. The company would make 
several changes in ownership before finally being sold to Southern Pacific Milling Co. Mr. Beebee died on 
June 1st 1899 after two years of illness.

This is 
where his father, Eleazer, was living at the time, but Bradford does not show up in either the 1850 or 1860 
census there or in Illionis. From letters it has been learned that the younger single men of the family had 
gotten together and purchased what they referred to as the "bachelor farm".  It was located in Marion 
County, Illinois, bought about 1857-8.  It appears Bradford was the last to marry and the last to leave this 
farm, after which he was living at Kinmundy, Marion, IL. In May, 1868 he and his wife, Fannie assign their 
interest in his father's property in Belleville to his brother-in-law.  According to a family bible, Bradford m.

There is no doubt that this is the Richard who was involved with Mark in several real estate 
transactions back in Warren County between 1839 and 1842; the last of which says Richard and his wife 
Parazinda were then residents of New Orleans.  In 1849 and again in 1851 a Richard is listed again, as 
exchange broker, in the New Orleans directories.  (The firm of Valentine & Williams no longer appears.) The 
1850 census finds Richard listed twice in New Orleans although the information in each varies a bit. In 
searching for wills in Tompkins County, NY it was discovered that Richard Valentine died intestate prior to 10 
April, 1852, the papers name Parazinda Valentine his Administrix.  By 21 April, 1855, Parazinda M. Valentine 
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died and James M. Mott (probably her brother) was named Administrator, .  He was also appointed guardian 
of the boys.

 Nathaniel mined for a while then went to Black River, WI and built two saw-mills, which were swept away by 
high water leaving him $1000 in debt. Only a few days earlier he had been offered $12, 000. for his mills. He 
built another mill on credit selling it in 1849 and built another mill on the Kickapoo River, remaining there until 
1853 when he again sold and went to Allamakee County, IA and built a saw and flour mill on Paint Creek, 
and a tannery and blacksmith's shop. He also built a store there and expected to help build a town now 
called "Waterville." He sold his interest there in 1862 and farmed until 1866 when he moved to Waterloo, IA, 
living there until 1879 being engaged in the dry goods trade, milling and the foundry business. While in 
Waterloo he lost several thousand dollars in his business and then sold his foundry and water-wheel and 
again went into farming. He never learned a trade but built seven mills and was said to be able to make 
almost anything out of wood or iron. He was a Justice of the Peace, receiving his appointment from Gov. 
Dodge when Wisconsin and Iowa were Territories and in 1886 was filling that position. In his latter years, he 
moved to San Diego, CA an made real estate investments in Tia Juana, Mexico and lived there for eight 
years. He then moved back to Los Angeles where he lived 14 years until his death. He was 94 years old at 
time of death.

"West" from somewhere in Ohio (but it is more likely that he came from Indiana), and the story that is 
believed by the family is that he was looking for land where he could find lumber trees for barrel-making as 
well as for farming. He looked at land near Chicago, but it is reported that he said that he "...would not pay 
$1.5O an acre for that old swamp-land", so he pushed on to the South-West and bought an 8OO acre island 
in the Illinois River down-stream from Peoria (near Banner) and went to farming. The Chicago area land is 
now known as "The Chicago Gold Coast", and the island became known as "Beebe's Island". (It was later 
known as Duck Island, and the back-water area is known as Rice Lake.) After raising a family on the island, 
Martin's first wife died, and he later married a much younger woman (Emma Elam) who was more nearly the 
age of his children. Martin and Emma started a second family, which included Sheldon Armstrong, who was 
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born when his father was 65 years of age. The old house on the island had a wing built on for the live-in 
school teacher. Descendants are not too sure of the details of this arrangement, because some had also 
heard Shell himself tell about going to the Five-Five school on horse-back. Life on the island was to some 
extent self sustaining; with butchering of their own cattle and hogs, and wild game. Some might say that 
because of the causeway, it was not truly an island, but during the high water seasons of the year, boats 
were the only way to Banner, and Shell often told of getting in supplies for the winter, sugar, salt, flour, etc, in 
barrels. Shell was nine years old when his dad rode his horse out to the far end of the island one cold, winter 
day to see if the squatters who had settled there were surviving OK in the cold. It was this event that led to 
his final illness, "pneumonia fever", Shell called it. Being in the winter time, and quite a distance from city 
conveniences, the undertaker came to the island in his horse-drawn hearse, performing his services right 
there at the home. He stayed over night, and then delivered his client to Walnut Cemetery on the side of the 
hill, overlooking what is now Highway 24, and the river valley. In the 1850 Census, Martin and Dianna were 
living in Utica, Fulton Cty, IL and both are shown age 21(However, he is age 41 in the 1860 census). (Most 
of the above info was provided by Leigh B. Robinson, husband of Martin's granddaughter, Marybelle Beebe) 

 Jack Carrol, son of Shell's sister tells the story a little differently. He says "Martin Beebe born on a farm in 
Chemung Co, N.Y. April 6, 1819, son of Hezekiah and Sara Boyd Beebe. In 1837 the family moved by 
wagon from N.Y. state to La Grange County, Indiana. In 1839 Martin Beebe came to Fulton County - worked 
a couple of years at farm labor then learned the cooper trade - and practiced that trade about 15 years. In 
1849 purchased a farm near (Utica) Banner and in 1870 purchased Duck Island from John W. Willard of St 
Louis. In 1847 married Diana Sayles who died in January 8, 1862 leaving five children. Henry Clay, Clara A, 
Marcus T., Josephine & Orrin or Arron. 2nd marriage Nov 24, 187O to Emma Elam, children John, Amos, 
Hector, Frederick, Carroll Dewey, Sheldon A,.

 Roswell and Mary Beebe came to section 1, Marcellus Township, Cass County, Michigan, in 1848.  They 

were pioneers of Cass County and obtained from the government 320 acres of beech and maple forest.  
Here he farmed and was a staunch Republican but was not active in politics. During his last years he and 
Mary retired to the village of Marcellus on East Main Street. 

  
 Grandfather Roswell valued his character very highly and took great pride in his personal appearance.  

During the latter part of his life he kept his white hair and beard clean and well groomed.  He possessed and 
wore only  white shirts, which was very unusual in those days.  He drove a good span of horses and at 
funerals for the needy his team, double buggy and self were at their disposal. He passed on in the spring of 
1893 at the age of eighty-seven. 

  
 Mary Young Beebe was of Irish descent, and a native of Ohio.  She reared Gideon, Sally (our mother) and 

Bruce, the latter being two weeks old when his mother passed on.  Grandmother took care of Bruce 
immediately after his mother's death and was a most kind, wise and efficient mother.

 "David Frank Beebe, who came in a covered wagon from Illinois, in about 1844, with his four sons,  

(Napoleon Bonapart), Frank (Francis Marion), Lafayette and Jefferson. With him came his brother, Elijah, 
and family, consisting of three sons: George, Elijah, Jr., "Blind Tom," and three daughters, who after their 
marriages became, Mrs. Melinda (Henry) Beeson, Mrs. Christina (S.B.) Campbell and Mrs. Ellen Mathews. 
The Beebe party had combined with that of the Beesons, Nobles and Campbells for a safe journey. 
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Separating in California, Laff and Jeff took up land near Santa Barbara. David Frank Beebe continued on 
across Sonoma county to the Elk Creek area of the north coast. A story about this last leg of his journey tells 
that he had to give the Indians a team of his horses for their help in getting his wagons across Mallo Pass, as 
this involved taking the wagons apart and carrying all the equipment and good across the canyon. David's 
home is said to have been the first built in what became Point Arena. "Blind Tom" visited among the 
scattered relatives, bringing news of the others for so long that even their grandchildren knew him. His 
sisters, Mrs. Henry Beeson and S.B. Campbell lived at Point Arena, the Campbells having the first wharf 
there. Francis (Frank) Marion Beebe, son of David F. Beebe, was about 18 years old when the westward 
journey was made. This life appealed to him so much that he led other parties out to California for several 
years before settling on the Coast with a Nobles girl as his wife. He occupied a ranch his father bought, 
stretching from Point Arena almost to Schooner Gulch. He had a family of three sons and a daughter: Bill, 
Henry Clinton, Dave, and Loretta, who later became Mrs. Arnett. Frank died in Ukiah, in 1922, at the age of 
96. One of his three sons, Henry, married Lola Despaine, from Tennessee. Their family consisted of: Curtis 
Castle, Loren Keith, Terry Dell, Roy Dee, Claude Wendell and two daughters, Lola and Mary Margaret 
(Maidie). By a second wife, Marry Lund, Henry also had Henry, Jr., Elizabeth, Beverly and Frances. So it 
was that by the time Terry Dell Beebe married Anna Christiansen, in 1906, he was a part of the fourth 
generation of Beebes on the Mendocino Coast.

 In the town of Forreston, on the 26th inst.  Mr. Nathaniel W. Beebe, aged 58 years, 10 months and 7 days. 
 Mr. Beebe was born in Wayne Co., N. Y. and lived there until the Spring of 1837.  Desiring to make a home 

for himself in what was then called the far west, he left Buffalo and traveled by steamboat to Chicago and 
from there to Byron by team, crossing Rock River in June of that year, and settled with his father's family in 
North Grove.  He was married August 26, 1841.  He then opened a farm four miles north of Adeline, and 
lived there nine years.  In June, 1851, he moved to Adeline, and remained there until October, 1865, when 
he moved to Forreston, where he lived until his death.  He had nine children, six of whom are living and were 
present at the burial of their father.  He was a man of strange constitution, never having been sick from any 
disease until his last illness, except that he bursted a blood vessel while removing a tree from his door-yard 
about nine years ago.  About forty years ago a cancer made its appearance behind his right ear, which grew 
very slowly until March 1875, when it became irritated and afterwards grew rapidly.  In August 1876, Mr. 
Hormley [a farmer, not a physician], of McHenry Co., IL performed an operation removing the cancer, and 
his head healed up, and for a short time gave evidence of being a radical cure.  We all well remember of 
seeing the cancer that was removed, and of congratulating our Bro., of his success, and by our words, 
inspired the hope that was in him, of a speedy recovery of his health.  But we were doomed to a sad 
disappointment for in a few weeks it broke out again.  He then visited Dr.  Pond, of Aurora, where he was 
treated for two months with no permanent benefit.  While at Aurora, following Dr. Pond's directions, he 
became greatly exposed which resulted in paralysis, first affecting his right ear, then extending over his 
body, causing him more distress and suffering than did the cancer.  After a confinement of nine months to 
the house, enduring suffering, such as no pen can describe, he died is peace.  For quite awhile he was 
longing for death, giving his friends to understand that it was well with him.  He was buried last Sabbath at 
Adeline, more than six hundred persons attending the funeral.

 In 1861, Alonzo S. Beebe and his wife Mary Cantrell Beebe were living on or near the Touchet River on 

Whiskey Creek in Walla Walla County, WA with their young daughter Laura Jane. It is assumed that that 
their marriage was a common law marriage and according to testimony, was rocky at best. According to 
testimony in the two court cases mentioned, Laura was either an abused and battered wife or a promiscuous 
unfaithful wife depending upon which testimony one chooses to believe. Mary said that they had not been 
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married and that Laura Jane had been begotten out of wedlock by reason of force. And by reason fear of 
great bodily harm, Mary had continued to live with Alonzo until about the 4th day of December 1861. At that 
time, she relates, that Alonzo had become so bad and dangerous that she fled from him and sought 
protection at the house of Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Cummings whom she had known for less than a month. 

  
 The Cummings home was a one room building also on the mouth of Whiskey Creek. The building was 

owned by Mr. Israel D. Davis who had leased it  to the Cummings and lived there with them. These were 
primitive times and it was reflected in living conditions at that time. With Mary and daughter Laura, it must 
have been crowded in the little building which was described as being about 12 x 14 feet  with four beds and 
a trundle bed and an earthen floor. 

  
 It appears that Alonzo was extremely jealous of his wife and it was probably not made any easier by the fact 

that Israel Davis who also lived in the small building was probably close to the same age as Alonzo and 
Mary. Consequently, Alonzo had made several attempts to get Mary to leave and return to him. Thomas 
Cummings, testified that on one occasion,  Alonzo came to the door and "wished his wife to come out to him 
and talk. She said no. I do not calculate to have a talk with you anymore outside of this house. Then he 
(Alonzo) became vexed and said that there would be a murder committed on or before three days, he got on 
his horse and galloped off." 

  
 Thomas Cummings also testified that Alonzo had stopped by their house about the 25th of December 1861 

and "told Mary his woman that she was a partner of  Israel Davis and she said she was not." Alonzo had 
then "rode on the trail up the Creek towards his home." Thomas went on to say "A time before when he 
came to the house (a few days earlier) he came to my door and asked to come in and I told him it was 
contrary to Mr. Davis' orders. If Mr. Davis said he could come in, then I would let him. He (Alonzo) said he 
was not a friend of Davis. That Davis could no scare him." Thomas went on to testify that "In another 
conversation, Alonzo came to me where I was at work inside a hen house He wished to know of me if Davis 
and his woman had any connection with each other, he wished to know if he, Davis did not sleep with her." "I 
told him no, no such thing should go on in a house of mine and Alonzo wished to know where Davis slept. I 
told him in his own bunk. Then he wished to know where she slept and I told him on a little trundle bedstead 
on the earthen floor. Then he wished to know if he (Davis) did not get up in the night and go to bed with her. I 
told him he did not as I had seen. Says Alonzo, I can tell you what it is they do some hard screwing for I can 
tell by their eyes. I tell you what it is since she will not live with me. I saw a man pull it out of her."  Thomas 
goes on "Says I, what do you want to live with such a woman if she is that kind of a woman?" Alonzo 
hesitated and said "Oh! my children." Thomas then told him "if I had fifty children, and such a woman as that, 
I would not live with her." 

  
 Henry Day, a neighbor,  was to testify that he had known Alonzo since about July 1861 and had known Israel 

Davis for a little over a year. On the 29th of December, he and a Mr. G. W. Jones were in Davis' field on the 
way to the Davis/Cummings house when they met Alonzo Beebe. While they were talking, Mr Jones went on 
ahead. Then Day went on towards the Davis house and passed Davis who told him to go on to the house 
and that he (Davis) would be back in a few minutes. He looked back and saw Davis and Alonzo Beebe riding 
close together talking. Davis dismounted from his horse and Alonzo was 10 to 12 feet in advance of him. 
Davis led his horse by the bridle . Davis was on the other side of Alonzo's horse when Day heard the report 
and saw the smoke from a fire arm. He said he saw Davis' horse throw his head back and saw Davis fall. He 
also testified that both Davis and Alonzo were facing in the same direction so, although not said, if appears 
likely that Davis may not have been aware that he was going to be shot until it occurred. Henry Day testified 
that there were two more men and Alonzo was making toward them. One of the men was George Beebe and 
the other was Sam Vincent. They were 15 to 20 steps in advance of Davis and Alonzo Beebe. They (George 
and Sam) had stopped at the sound of the shooting and then galloped off. "Jones and I then went to where 
Davis fell to find him lying on his back, a bloody revolver and knife under his back in his belt both in the 
scabbard and had not been removed from appearances." Davis was bleeding profusely and apparently 
praying and moving his hands. Day asked him who shot him and Davis replied that he was "a dead man, 
Lawn, the son of a bitch shot me." Lawn was the name Alonzo went by. Day said that the shooting occurred 
at Whisky Creek where it goes into the Touchet River. 

  
 G.W. Jones testimony would confirm that of Henry Day. He added that when he passed Davis heading 

towards Henry Day and Alonzo Beebe, Davis has said that he wanted to talk to that man (Alonzo) adding 
that Alonzo had been in the habit of coming to his house when he was absent and causing a fuss with the 
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family and making threats to the women and about him. He said he wanted to know what Alonzo meant by 
those threats. Jones also had seen men on horseback with guns (George Beebe and Sam Vincent). After 
the shooting, Alonzo had rode also rode off. 

  
 On the first day of January 1862, and it  was charged that one A. S. Beebe did on the twenty ninth day of 

December 1860 at the said County of Walla Walla feloniously, purposely and with malice of aforththought did 
kill and murder one Israel D. Davis and complaint having been received and placed upon file, thereupon a 
warrant of Arrest was issued against said A. S. Beebe dated January 1st, 1862 and said defendant brought 
into Court. Defendant appearing in person and assisted by O. C. Bridges, Esq.  Beebe pleaded not guilty. 
Among the persons subpoenaed were Mary Cantrill (and several others) for the Territory and the Beebes; 
Burr, George, Philo  and Hiram (and others) for the defense. There was an objection to Mary Cantrill as a 
witness which was sustained since she was the wife of the defendant and had acknowledged that she had 
lived and cohabited with the defendant. 

  
 On the sixth day of January, 1862, after hearing testimony and the argument of Counsel, it was adjudged by 

the court that there was probable cause to believe that A. S. Beebe to be guilty of the crime of murder in the 
first degree. It was further ordered that the said A. S. Beebe stand committed and remain in the custody of 
the Sheriff or Keeper of the common jail of said County until the next term of the District Court of Walla Walla 
County or until discharged by due process of law. 

  
 About March 1862, Alonzo S. Beebe escaped from the Walla Walla City Jail and is reported to have gone to 

parts Unknown. At the same time Alonzo's brothers also left the area. 
  
 On the 25th of April 1862, Mary Cantrill files a complaint against Philo Beebe, Alonzo's father for custody of 

her daughter Laura Jane Beebe. The complaint states that "complainant is informed and believes that, 
Alonzo Beebe escaped from his imprisonment in the City of Walla Walla and has gone to parts unknown." 
The escape is said to have been about a month earlier. In leaving he left their daughter with his father Philo 
Beebe who is now living Salmon River Mines in Idaho County, ID. The Complaint goes on to state "That this 
Complainant is the mother and natural guardian of said infant Laura, That she is the natural daughter of one 
Alonzo Beebe the son of said Philo. That said Alonzo Beebe is not, nor is his father the said Philo in whose 
custody he placed said Laura fit or suitable persons to have the custody of said Laura. That said Philo has 
no family or home of his own and is incapable of properly raising or taking care of said Laura Jane. 
Complainant says that she is residing in and making her home in the family of Mr. Thomas Cummings in said 
County of Walla Walla. And that she expects to continue so to do and that she can provide for and take care 
of said child if she can have the custody." 

  
 The Judge directs the Sheriff of the County of Idaho to take and recover the body of the said Laura Jane and 

bring her before the Hon. Judge aforesaid in the Town of Walla Walla County aforsaid on the 30th day of 
May 1862 that the custody of said Laura Jane Bebee may be determined according to law. 

  
 The determination which results is unknown but it is likely that Mary regained custody of Laura Jane.

 An article in the Oregon City, OR Courier, 6 January 1911, reads: 
 Brother is deadly battle.  Nelson Bebee murders his brother. No witness to struggle.  The awful struggle 

fought with ax and club.  A battle to death occurred at Clackamas Heights Wednesday afternoon with the two 
aged brothers, Hiram and Nelson Bebee engaged in a death struggle.  The affair took place in the front yard 
of Mary Roberts who lives two miles east of the city. There were no witnesses to the tragedy and the story of 
Nelson Bebee, who was drunk when arrested, is all the information obtainable. It appears that Nelson 
Bebee, who received a pension of $60 Wednesday morning, spent most of the day in an Oregon City saloon 
and about four o'clock left for his home. As soon as he opened the door of his house he was met by his 
brother with an axe in his hand, and a death struggle was then commenced, and how long it lasted is not 
known.  According to Nelson his brother slashed him with an axe and in self defense he used a big club. The 
axe and club were both found in the yard Wednesday night. When the body of Hiram was found the nose 
was smashed in and the body terribly bruised, indicating that the encounter was long and severe. After 
Hiram had breathed his last, Nelson went to the house of Mrs. George Mackiness who lives nearby and 
requested that his bleeding wounds be dressed. An Oregon City doctor was immediately called into 
consultation. Charles Grey and George Mackiness with the first ones to visit the scene of the tragedy, and 
they found the body yet warm.  There was blood all over the front yard, indicating a terrible struggle between 
the two brothers and no one appears to know the cause.  At the county jail Wednesday night Nelson said 
that his brother started the trouble when he met him at the door with an axe in his hand and on his 
attempting to cross the threshold dealt him a terrific blow. Nelson told several conflicting stories at the county 
jail before going to sleep. When Gray and Mackiness examined the house they found nothing disturbed, 
even the cat and dog quietly sleeping in the corner.  The two men have lived in the vicinity for many years 
and no one ever knew but that their relations were very friendly.  They were both widowers, Hiram having 
been twice married. Nelson has a daughter now living in California but Hiram had no children. On the way to 
jail Nelson asked why Hiram had not been arrested as he started the trouble. It is said by the neighbors that 
Hiram suffered from a weak heart, but that his wounds were sufficient to have killed him.  Hiram was a 
pioneer Oregonian of 1862 having crossed the plains with an ox team. Nelson is a veteran of the Civil war 
and came to Oregon in 1870. The coroner's jury impaneled to ascertain how Bebee met with death brought 
in a verdict to the effect that the man was killed by a blunt instrument. He married (1) Betsy Wilcox, 14 Mar

 THE MODOC INDEPENDENT   Thursday, April 24, 1884 
 Particulars of the Killing of Norris A. Phillips by Burr Beebe 
 From F. W. Ewing, who conducted the prosecution of Burr Beebe In his preliminary examination for the 

killing of Norris A. Phillips on the 12th Instant, we learn the following facts which were brought forth In the 
examination: 

 Beebe and Phillips were neighbors living in a section where there were no county roads, but where 
neighborhood roads were made to run across the ranches for the convenience of the farmers who were 
compelled to pass in and out of the neighborhood.  The Phillips ranch was all sown to grain, while on 
Beebe's ranch there was only a small patch of ground under cultivation, the remainder being sagebrush or 
pasture land. For this reason it Is presumed that the neighborhood road was made to run across Beebe's 
land.  But it seems that Beebe became tired of this arrangement, and went and staked out a new road, using 
for stakes some light, thin stuff, known as edgings, and at the same time plowed up a small patch of ground, 
probably two or three rods in width, across the road just inside the gate which led into his field.  On the 
morning of the killing Phillips had to go to a neighbor's and, mounting his horse, took the accustomed road 
and rode over this newly plowed piece of ground.  While he was gone, Beebe instructed his hired man to go 
and build a fence across the road to stop the travel in that direction.  The hired man states that he did as 
directed, and built two panels of fence across the road In front of the gate.  After a while Phillips came back 
on his way home, and upon arriving at the newly-made fence dismounted, tore the fence down, and passed 
on through.  Beebe and his two brothers, Ras and George, were watching him from the house, and seeing 
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this proceeding, immediately mounted their horses and started for him at full speed, taking a by-path to 
Intercept him.  Ras Beebe, who was riding the fleetest horse, overtook Phillips first, and the two dismounted 
from their horses and were quarreling when Burr and George came up.  The report of a pistol was heard and 
Phillips dropped dead in his tracks, Mr. Ewing  said that the Beebe's stated in their testimony that as soon as 
they came up Phillips seized one of the light sticks which had been used as a road stake, and attempted to 
strike Burr with it, whereupon the fatal shot was fired.  They, however, admitted In their testimony that Burr's 
horse had scarcely stopped running when the fatal shot was fired. This would seem to indicate that he came 
up with pistol in hand and ready for business, and it seems that in his neighborhood he is considered the 
"boss" pistol shot, and, like the famous James brothers, can send a bullet about where he wants it.  Mrs. 
Phillips, the wife of the deceased, was standing In her door, about 140 yards distant, and saw the whole 
transaction. She states that Phillips did not seize a stick, and made no attempt whatever to strike Beebe, and 
like the Beebe's, says the pistol was fired the very Instant that Burr came up to the spot where Ras and 
Phillips were standing.  Mrs. Phillips, testimony is corroborated by that of a girl who was staying with her. 
Beebe had a preliminary examination before Justice Long, which resulted in his being held to answer to the 
charge of murder, and on Friday he was brought to this place and lodged In the County jail to await his trial.

 Murder in the First Degree The argument in the case of the People vs.  Burr Beebe, was concluded about 

5:30 o'clock last Thursday afternoon, and by 6 o'clock the jury had received it's instructions from the Court.  
In less than one hour's time, it was announced that, a verdict had been reached, and upon the Court being 
convened the verdict, "Guilty of murder in the first degree," was announced.  The jury fixed the penalty at 
imprisonment for life In the State Prison.  The prisoner received the verdict with a look of stolid indifference.  
At 10 o'clock yesterday morning Beebe was brought In Court and Judge Harris pronounced judgment in 
accordance with the recommendation of the jury.  Deputy Sheriff Balley left with the prisoner yesterday 
afternoon, and Burr Beebe will doubtless spend the remainder of his natural life within the walls of the 
penitentiary.  The verdict meets with hearty approval by the public, and each member of that jury is 
deserving of the thanks of every law-abiding citizen in Modoc County.

 Erastus Beebe, who was arrested last Thursday evening for complicity in the murder of Norris Phillips, and 

for the killing of whom Burr Beebe had just been found guilty of murder in the first degree, was taken to 
Cedarville, on Friday and had an examination before Justice Long, which resulted In his being held to 
answer for the crime of murder.  He was brought back to Alturas and lodged In the jail on Saturday evening.

 Erastus Beebe Found Guilty of Murder In First Degree 
  
 The trial of Erastus Beebe for complicity in the murder of Norris A. Phillips occupied the attention of our 

Superior Court for the first eight days of the present month, and came to a close last Monday evening.  The 
evidence adduced varied but little from that taken at the trial of Burr Beebe, who did the killing, and who 
some two months ago was found guilty of murder in the first degree, and who is now paying the penalty of 
his crime by hard labor within the walls of our State Prison, where he is to remain during the remainder of his 
natural life. 

  
 The only new evidence that was introduced being that of Mrs. David Wall, a daughter of Burr Beebe.  This 

woman testifies that she heard a conversation between her father (Burr Beebe) and her uncle (Erastus 
Beebe) in which her uncle advised her father to kill Phillips and get him out of the way, and it seems that 
while Burr Beebe was to do the killing.  Erastus Beebe was the real instigator of the crime. 

  
 The case of Erastus Beebe was conducted by C. L. Claflin and F. W. Ewing for the People and J. M. 

McDonald for the defense, the attorneys on either side making a gallant fight.  The argument was concluded 
at 5 o'clock Monday afternoon, and the case was submitted to the jury. About eight o'clock It was announced 
that the jury had agreed upon a verdict, and the Court being called to order the verdict, "guilty of murder In 
the first degree", was announced, with the recommendation that the defendant be imprisoned in the State 
Prison for life. 

  
 When the verdict was announced, Beebe stood for a moment as if transfixed and then fainted away.  In a 

short time he revived and the Court ordered him to appear for sentence at ten o'clock Tuesday morning.  
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When that time arrived, however, the prisoner was too ill to appear In Court, and the time for pronouncing 
judgment was deferred until to-day. 

  
 Beebe's health has been failing since his incarceration in the county jail, and It seems to be the prevailing 

opinion that his term of imprisonment will be a short one, as It is plain to be seen that his days on earth are 
numbered. 

  
 NOT ALL SHARED THE ABOVE OPINIONS 
  
 EXTRACT FROM LETTER 18 NOV 1891  From Clerk,  California State Prison to Governor of CA 
  
 "The Board after a full investigation of all the papers in the case [Erastus J. Beebe] and the affidavit of file 

unanimously recommend that a Pardon be granted for the following reasons - That the testimony in the case 
in which conviction was had, has be proven conclusively to be false. That the prisoner's brother who is now 
confined at San Quentin testifies that he had nothing whatever to do with the offense of which he was 
charged, his Honor the Judge who tried this case, the Dist. Attorney of the County in which the alleged crime 
was committed, and a large number of the Citizens also sign a petition asking for the Prisoners release." 

  
 Erastus J. Beebe was later pardoned. 
  
 Over the years there seem to have been a great many letters involving a pardon for Burr. Even Gen. Kittrell, 

who had helped convict Burr wrote the Governor of CA in March 1898 saying "I have always been impressed 
with the idea that the case against Beebee did not merit such a harsh judgment." On 17 May 1898, The San 
Francisco Examiner Newspaper carried an interview with Burr conducted at the San Quentin Prison which 
may have sparked more interest by those wanting his release. Burr's statement concluded "I consider that I 
did this in self-defense. My brother was with me and he was tried in the same court and was sent for life to 
Folsom. He was pardoned out as an innocent man. If I had his testimony, I would never have been here. I 
have a wife and seven children living in Modoc county. She is a good woman and they are good children. I 
have always been a sober and industrious man. I was never in a saloon to take a drink of whisky in my life. I 
have been in San Quantin since July 1884. I am sixty-one years old." The following, however, is a letter, 
(evidently the second) written in 1897 by a neighbor of Burr. The signature seems to be Emile B. Smalls to 
Mr. Peter Shields, Executive Secretary, Sacramento, CA. 

  
 Dear Sir: Your favor of the 21 inst. Asking for additional statements concerning the case of B. Beebe was 

received and I intended to make a full statement in my first letter but was afraid that the letter would be to 
long. 

  
 The Phillips and Beebe farms were joining and their was a separation fence between the two places as I 

have stated before. The dispute was about a road going through the Beebe place and onto mine. The road 
was next to the separation fence. Beebe claimed that the road was on his land & later surveys proved that 
he was correct in this. Phillips denied this and threatened Beebe with bodily harm should he Beebe close or 
nail up the gate leading from the north onto this road. (Please see diagram of roads and farms her included.) 
On the morning of the killing Phillips left his place going Northward and horse back. After he had gone, 
Beebe nailed up the North gate. Whether Beebe saw Phillips going through the North gate I am not able to 
say. On returning Phillips found the gate nailed up and proceeded to tear it down. He passed through the 
gate but did not close it up again. He then followed the road to his house, stopping in front of his house, he 
got off his horse and spoke to his wife a little while. He then continued his journey on foot leading his horse, 
arriving to the fork where the road from Beebe's house intercepts the road on my place. He was met by 
Beebe who came from his house on horse back. Beebe asked Phillips why he had torn down the gate and 
had not closed it again. Phillips answered by abusing Beebe at the same time pullingup on of the stakes or 
pickets that had been placed their to survey the section across my farm and sticken at Beebe with the picket 
saying I'll knock you off your horse you d___ s__ a___. Beebe was riding a young and vivacious horse who 
dodged causing Phillips to miss Beebe, but the blow land on the horse's rump and causing the horse to 
jump. Beebe got control of his horse again whirling him round facing Phillips who had the picket up lifted 
again ready to strike again. The Beebe pulled out his pistol and fired at Phillips killing him instantly. You will 
notice that the shot fired by Beebe was a chance shot. A man can not aim accurately riding a jumping horse. 
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 While this was going on, a brother of Burr Beebe on Erastus J. Beebe came to the scene of the shooting, he 
came through the fields from the East as he go near the Burr Beebe house he noticed Burr riding up the road 
toward the scene of the shooting. E. J. Beebe followed Burr and over took him just as he had fired the fatal 
shot. 

  
 E. J. Beebe was also tried, convicted and sentenced for life as an accessory to the crime. He was convicted 

on the testimony of a Mrs. David Walls, daughter of B. Beebe. She swore that she overheard a conversation 
in which her Uncle E. J. Beebe told her father to kill Phillips. Several years after the conviction of E. J. 
Beebe, Mrs Walls confessed to her husband that she had perjured herself . And that she had never heard 
such conversation between her Uncle and her father where upon her husband, Mr. David Walls appeared 
before A. K. Long, Justice of the Peace and made out an affidavit setting forth the confession of his wife. 
This affidavit was sent to the Governor accompanied by a petition signed by the leading citizens of this 
place, where upon Gov. Markham promptly pardoned E. J. Beebe and he now living here. Mrs. D. Walls is a 
simple minded spiteful woman. The only excuse she gave for her conduct was that she wanted to get even 
on her Uncle and his family for some imaginary wrong done her by them 

  
 I will now endeavor to answer your question as to the reason of Burr Beebe's conviction. Mr. F. W. Ewing, a 

young an very able lawyer was district attorney of this County at the time of the trial and he conducted the 
prosecution. Phillip's father who has some means came out here from the east during the trial and he 
employed Gen. Kittrell to help to prosecute the Beebes. Beebe's lawyer was Judge May, a very, very old and 
weak gentleman without much energy and capacity and the prosecution had every thing their own way. The 
principal witnesses for the prosecution was that of Mrs. Phillips and her 9 year old niece. They swore that 
they overheard the conversation of Beebe and Phillips just previous of the shooting. They said they were 
both in their house looking through the window. The window was shut and the house is about or was at least 
300 feet from the spot of the shooting. Unless Beebe and Phillips talked very loud, their conversation could 
not be heard inside the house. Beebe had no testimony relating to the facts that occurred before the killing 
and to the persecution to by Phillips. Mr. May asked me what I knew about the case. I told him everything 
that I have related for the information of Governor Budd but Mr May said he could [not] use me because I 
had no personal knowledge of the killing. It may be well also to state that previous of the killing of Phillips by 
Beebe, several murders had been committed in this County and that the jurors had invariably failed to 
convict, or they found the defendants guilty of some minor crime and it looked to me as if the jurors in the 
Beebe cases wanted to set an example. 

  
 Hoping that I have given all necessary information to enable the Governor the attain a true understanding of 

the case, I remain very truly, your obedient servant.

in 1850-55 and learned that year 1700 there were 3 brothers of our name came to America, 2 settled in New 
England, and one went South. One named Bliss. Money left to them in sum of $15,000.00. Brothers in Conn. 

 My health is far better here in this Valley than it could possibly be in your region of frost. I would say to you 
come and settle if you have the Rheunatism. Neuralgia, Consumption etc. as this climate will be your relief. I 

 have not amassed much of this worlds goods, have earned money but have lost it, now I have bought one 
hundred acres of land and am settled.  I hope for all time, my wife sewing by my side and little Lily playing in 
the corner. You could come either by water in 18 days or a trip cross the plains in three weeks starting from 
the frontier in May next.  The war does not affect us.  We are in it heart and hand. 

  
 I will suggest the principal trouble in Cal. is land titles, claims over lying each other, originating disputes, law 

suits and a loss of time and money. There is little U.S. land here abouts.  Our cos  (cousin) is State Locating 
Agt. for Cal., of him I bo't at $8.00 per acre.  If you wish to leave your changeable climate and do not know 
where you can better your condition, would take me a month to describe this country fully.  I have traveled 
over much of it into Mexico.  You can raise in this valley corn, oats, wheat, potatoes, beans, cattle, horses, 
hogs, and melons, and better still is is said the Ladies acknowledge that this climate is more favoable to 
offspring. If you come you need not bring a thing for here you will find in the Golden City  all you wish. The 
weather is clear from May till Nov. when the rain sets in, then you sow while the rainy season lasts. If I had 
bought and settled in 1850, I should now have been far advanced. I commenced in Feb. last without one 
dollar, after  paying my land .  My  health and that of my family is very good.  I can not have it better. Hoping 
this may find you well, I therefore sign your brother, Julius B. Ransom.

 Edward B. Ransom, a pioneer resident of this country, passed away this early morning at his home, 17 

Oakland Ave., after an illness of a few days, death being caused by ailments incident in old age. Mr. Ransom 
was born in Cattaraugus County, N.Y. on March 2, 1828, and was over ninety of years of age.  While he was 
only a boy, he came with his parents to Wisconsin and live in Dodge county for a short time.  In the spring of 
1846 he came with his father to the town of Utica in this county which was very sparsely settled at that time.  
Their home was on an original Indian trail, and many redskins visited the place  In fact there were only two or 
three other homes within a radius of many miles.  Mr. Ransom resided on this same farm, which he and his 
father owned and which is located about a half mile from Fisk, up to seven years ago when he came to 
Oshkosh, living here ever since.  In July 1864, he married Miss Wealthy J. Turner of Carey, O., who died 
April 13, 1885. In June 1888, Mr. Ransom married Miss Emma Gibson of this city, who passed away nearly 
three years ago.  Two sons and one daughter, S.E. Ransom of Shell Lake, L.B.Ransom and Mrs. Etta Beans 
of this city and also four grandchildren survive.

In 1883 as a young cowboy 
he assisted in a two-month roundup of cattle that extended from the Cantonment Indian Agency northwest 
through No Man’s Land to the mouth of Sharp’s Creek south of the present town of Liberal, Kansas. This 
roundup passed through the town of Beaver. He later worked for the Taintor Ranch and visited the John 
Beebe ranch 13 miles east of Beaver. There he met his future wife May Beebe, and in 1886 he bought 160 
acres which was a relinquishment. The Barbys lived in a dugout, later moving a two room house from the 
little town of Alpine that was across the Beaver River south of the dugout. These two rooms are still a portion 
of the headquarters of what became one of the largest ranches of the area. In the Dust Bowl years Mr. Barby 
was able to buy land from farmers, thus acquiring hundreds of acres of land for ranching operations with his 
children who later joined in the family business and remained there as partners in the operation."

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Introduction  

This book started out as a complete genealogy of the Beebe, Bebee and Beebee family in North 
America. All of the surname are spelled Beebe in the book but in many cases, you’ll find notes if they 
spelled their name differently.

These represent only a small percentage of the book and 
rather than leave them out, they are added in a separate section named “Unconnected” at the end of 
the Genealogy portion of the Book. 

Many dates shown, especially those taken from Census records, are shown as (ABT year) and were 
taken from the age shown and should be close to the actual dates.
